Last week, the catechists and volunteers of our parish’s
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS) program gathered
for a special evening of reflection, fellowship, and planning
for the year ahead. Held in the cozy living room of Fr. Satish,
the gathering included a delicious dinner generously prepared
by parish staff, heartfelt conversation, and an opportunity to
reconnect as a team united by a shared love of Christ and the
children we serve.

The goals of the evening were threefold:

CGS program and where we hope to grow.

2. Reunite as a community — to catch up with one another and simply enjoy each other’s company as friends and
colleagues.
