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Spiritual Direction
What Is Spiritual Direction? 
Spiritual direction is a sacred and intentional conversation between a 
person and a trained spiritual guide who helps them notice and respond to 
God’s presence and activity in their life. Rooted in the Christian tradition, 
spiritual direction is not about giving advice or solving problems; rather, it’s 
about deepening one’s relationship with God through prayerful listening, 
reflection, and discernment.

The spiritual director serves as a compassionate companion—someone who 
listens attentively, asks thoughtful questions, and encourages the directee 
to be open to how the Holy Spirit is working in their heart. Sessions typically happen monthly and offer a quiet, 
confidential space to explore the directee’s spiritual journey, prayer life, struggles, joys, and questions of faith.

Benefits of Spiritual Direction
•	 Deepens your relationship with God by helping you notice and respond to God’s; presence more clearly.
•	 Offers clarity in times of decision or transition, through prayerful discernment.
•	 Supports your prayer life by helping you explore how God communicates with you personally.
•	 Encourages spiritual growth and attentiveness to God’s movements in daily life.
•	 Provides a safe, sacred space to explore questions, joys, and struggles in your faith journey.

Spiritual direction is for anyone—whether you’re just beginning your faith journey or have walked with God for many 
years—who desires a deeper relationship with God and a more intentional life of faith.
